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Resumo:

Este trabalho tem como objetivo analisar o romance Americanah (2013) de Chimamanda Ngozi Adichie a partir das categorias da
diaspora, identidade cultural e escritas de si, articuladas a perspectiva do feminismo negro e da interseccionalidade. Busca-se investigar
de que maneira a experiéncia migratoria de Ifemelu ¢ permeada por opressdes de género, raga e classe, bem como compreender o blog
Raceteenth como uma forma moderna de escritas de si e enfrentamento do silenciamento historico imposto as mulheres negras. Para
aprofundar a analise, adota-se uma abordagem qualitativa, de carater exploratorio, fundamentada em uma revisdo bibliografica acerca
dos temas analisados neste trabalho. As discussdes acerca da imigragdo, diaspora e identidade cultural apoiam-se, sobretudo, nos
estudos de Bhabha (1994), Sayad (1998) e Hall (2003). Para analisar as relacdes entre género, raga e classe, dialogamos com a nocdo de
interseccionalidade a partir das formulagdes de Crenshaw (1989), Akotirene (2019) e bell hooks (2020). As reflexdes sobre escrita de si
fundamentam-se nas contribuigdes de Foucault (1992) e Arfuch (2010). Desse modo, o foco da pesquisa recai sobre a trajetoria da
protagonista Ifemelu e sobre as percepcdes construidas a partir de sua vivéncia na diaspora. Os resultados apontam a contribui¢do das
escritas de si por permitirem & mulher negra expor as opressdes que, de forma interseccional, impactam a construgdo de sua identidade.
Desse modo, o que a presenga do blog Raceteenth imprime em nossas percepgdes ¢ que as mulheres negras, ao narrarem a si, podem

deslocar-se da condicdo de objeto para a de sujeito da narrativa.
Abstract:

This study aims to analyze the novel Americanah (2013), by Chimamanda Ngozi Adichie, through the categories of diaspora, cultural
identity, and writings of the self, articulated with the perspectives of Black feminism and intersectionality. The research seeks to
investigate how Ifemelu’s migratory experience is permeated by gender, race, and class oppressions, as well as to understand the blog
Raceteenth as a contemporary form of self-writing and a means of confronting the historical silencing imposed on Black women. To
deepen the analysis, a qualitative and exploratory approach is adopted, grounded in a bibliographical review of the themes addressed in
this study. Discussions on immigration, diaspora, and cultural identity are mainly based on the works of Bhabha (1994), Sayad (1998),
and Hall (2003). The analysis of the relations between gender, race, and class is developed through the concept of intersectionality,
drawing on the formulations of Crenshaw (1989), Akotirene (2019), and bell hooks (2020). Reflections on self-writing are grounded in
the contributions of Foucault (1992) and Arfuch (2010). Thus, the focus of the research lies on the trajectory of the protagonist Ifemelu
and on the perceptions constructed from her experience in the diaspora. The results indicate the contribution of self-writings in enabling
Black women to expose the oppressions that, in an intersectional manner, shape the construction of their identities. In this sense, the

presence of the blog Raceteenth suggests that Black women, by narrating themselves, may shift from the condition of object to that of
